Intersectionality: Our experiences of race, class, gender, sexuality, and nationality intersect to produce a social location that is equal to more than just the sum of its parts. Any individual within the social order experiences different forms of privilege and subordination, depending on their race, class, gender, sexuality, and nationality. Because each of these constructs is hierarchical, intersecting forms of domination produce both oppression and opportunity
Feminist-Marxist-Anti-Racist Economics: 

Intersectionality underlies Mattheai’s project to articulate an economic theory that takes into account the importance of race, class, gender, and other social constructs, and which rejects a division between the social and economic spheres. Marxism is the preferable economic framework through which to accomplish this.
Conclusion: intersectionality economics

· The economic experience of a Ghanaian cocoa farmer is based on his or her social location of gender, race, and nationality. A female farmer is subject to economic forces in a particular way because she is black, female, and Ghanaian, and these are different from what a black male Ghanaian farmer or a white female farmer in the US would experience.

Feminist-Marxist-Anti-Racist economics helps us to see how the cocoa economy of Ghana is not separate from the social landscape of that country. Economics – and economic policies – are experienced through the social constructs of race, class, gender, and nation.
