<Some primary principles and main texts of Confucianism>

1. Main principles

* 三綱五倫: The three bonds (principles) and the five moral disciplines in human relations. Regarded as basic rule of society in societies influenced by Confucian Thought. Initiated by 董仲舒, a great Confucian philosopher in early Han dynasty. 


三綱 (Three bonds) 
君爲臣綱: Reason to be kept between sovereign and subject. 
父爲子綱: Reason to be kept between father and son. 
夫爲婦綱: Reason to be kept between husband and wife.
五倫 (Five Disciplines, 五常 or 五典) – (originally from Mencius)
君臣有義: faithfulness should exist between sovereign and subject. 
父子有親: Intimacy should exist between father and son. 
夫婦有別: Distinction should exist between husband and wife. 
長幼有序: The younger should give precedence to the elder. 
朋友有信: Faith should reign over the relation between friends.
