Because Washington property law adopts community property rules, allegations concerning a party’s marital status is often relevant, as you will see when you take the Community Property course.  Many lawyers also choose to include allegations converning the partiesfor strategic reasons or convenience.  Headings are required.  CR 10(e)(5) and King Co. LR 10(e)
