Relief Requested:  Plaintiff moves for a partial summary judgment that:  


Statement of Facts.  Plaintiff Elise Hamilton obtained a tattoo from Artistic Tattoos, Inc. on November 28, 2002   The Artistic Tattoos, Inc. employee who performed the tattoo accidentally unplugged the autoclave containing the equipment used for the tattoo before the sterilization process was completed.  Instead of restarting the entire sterilization cycle, the employee used the incompletely sterilized tools. Department of Health rules require that reusable tattoo instruments be sterilized in an autoclave in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions.  The manufacturer’s instructions for the autoclave used by Artistic Tattoos require an uninterrupted sterilization cycle   As a result of the failure to follow sterilization rules, Elise Hamilton contracted hepatitis B.  Prior to obtaining the tattoo, Ms. Hamilton signed a release of liability form as required by Artistic Tattoos.
