1) Rena has been in an auto accident this morning with Ioana. Ioana’s considering her options for where to sue Rena. Just happens that Rena has inherited lovely lakeside home from a distant relative in Arkansas.  (Rena has never been in Arkansas.)

Under Shaffer, can Ioana obtain territorial jurisdiction over Rena in the Arkansas state court by attaching that property in Arkansas?

2) The property surrounding Rena’s lovely new home has a deep pit on it (an unfinished swimming pool).  Two neighbor children fall in it and are injured.  (Rena still has never been in Arkansas.)  If they sue Rena in Arkansas state court, under Shaffer will the court have territorial jurisdiction?

4)  Ioana serves Rena at her parents’ home in Oregon.  She hasn’t lived there for years, but floating around, so hasn’t changed her domicile.  Under Shaffer, will the Oregon court have territorial jurisdiction?
