DEFENDANT’S MOTION FOR SUMMARY JUDGMENT



Relief Requested:  Defendant moves for a summary judgment that:  

Statement of Facts.  Plaintiff Yvonne Skanars obtained a tattoo from Creative Tattoos, Inc. on November 22, 2002.  Ms. Skanars alleges that she contracted Hepatitis B in the process of obtaining the tattoo.  Prior to obtaining the tattoo, Ms. Skanars signed a release of liability form requested by Creative Tattoos.  Under that form, Ms. Skanars “specifically acknowledges and represents that receiving a tattoo presents unavoidable risks, including . . . contraction of hepatitis, or other blood borne diseases.  The undersigned Yvonne Skanars therefore expressly assumes all risk of injury and releases Creative Tattoos, its owners, employees and agents from any and all liabilities, claims, injuries and damages, present or future, arising out of receiving a tattoo from Creative Tattoos including but not limited to damages, claims or liabilities caused by the negligence of Creative Tattoos or defects in the equipment, premises or facilities used in creating the tattoo.”
