3.  Why is it seen as necessary for the U.S. to undergo a propaganda campaign during this war?  Who is teaming up with them in this effort?

4. Who has the U.S. State Department hired to help in the propaganda effort?  What line of work is she in?

5. How is Hollywood going to help the war effort?

6. According to the article, “Pentagon Readies Efforts to Sway Sentiment Abroad,” what are some concerns with the disinformation campaign (The Office of Strategic Influence)?

7. What are some concerns with Revlon being written into the “All My Children” scripts?

8. According to the article, “What the Muslim World is Watching,” what does the author suggest the U.S. do to combat the propaganda on Al Jazeera?
