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Restoring White Center Heights Park

During 2008, a team of students from the UW-REN Capstone class performed restoration work at White Center Heights Park in the White Center neighborhood just south of Seattle. The park had been neglected for many years, but it is now on a path towards greater biodiversity and ecological resilience. Significant stands of invasive species were removed and replaced with a mix of appropriate native wetland and riparian plants. Although a great amount of work was done, the long-term success of the park as a benefit to both humans and to the natural environment largely rests on community stewardship.
