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OBJECTIVE

Using recommended site #1, “Maps Big and Small,” from the Day 7 links to public land survey topics, locate Kirkland’s pass on a map selected from the site.

Designate the location of Kirkland’s pass intersection with a point, and copy the final map into a word document.  Indicate how much it would cost, and how long it would take, to purchase this map, for road planning applications.

METHOD

· Scroll down and select, “search by US Placename,” from the website.

· Enter Eatonville for the name, and Washington for the state, then enter

· Scroll down to geographic coverage, and select “Draw Area on Map.”

· Identify Kirkland’s Pass on the map, using roads and other features as reference points

· Once the pass is located, select “point” under “Define Area,” and click on the location of Kirkland’s Pass.

· Copy and paste this map into a word document.

· Click “New Map Pricing.”   Search it out.

ANSWER KEY
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( symbol indicates location of Kirkland’s Pass

· Map Costs. Select the scale of map you will need.  The price of a map has 3 costs: shipping ($5/order), the map ($4/sheet), and the time it takes to receive the map.  To plan a road is to plan to have what is needed when it is needed.  Phone to find estimated delivery window.
