Conceptual – the feature categories and the meaning of the feature categories


Logical – data representation as shape files, as geodatabase, spreadsheet file etc.

****Outcomes Performance Assessment***

- unacceptable – little or no demonstrated understanding of final project topic.

- low acceptability – some understanding of final project topic in regards to research question

- medium acceptability – demonstrated understanding of final project topic in regards to research question and data search

- high acceptability - demonstrated understanding of final topic in terms of research statement background, research question, and statement of data needed to follow through with project.
