Stage 6 : Project Presentation

Preliminary presentations will be given Tuesday June 4 in lecture class.  You will give a final presentation on June 11.  Use the outline below to address all important components.  Practice so you know the timed sections for the presentation.  For extra practice you can sign up for the Geography Undergraduate Research Symposium.
Students should create a MS Power Point slide presentation. Each member of the group must participate in the presentation.  Therefore, each member could present a section or share presentation of a section.  You have 8 minutes for this presentation.  A project presentation evaluation sheet is attached below.   THIS IS TO BE A PROFESSIONAL ACTIVTY.
1. Introduction
- "Show" and "state" the title of the project.

- "Show" and "introduce" group name and members involved in the project. 

Should members names on title slide.

- Provide a brief overview of project goal/purpose from your problem statement. 

What did the group intend to accomplish? You could state this as a general research question.

- Why did your group choose to investigate the topic? Who or what literature motivates such work?

- Provide some background information to give audience a sense of context for investigation.

2. Project Methods - the “methods” section is different than section 3 “results ” below.
- Select the 3-5 most significant need-to-know questions, and state them. 

- For each, briefly describe the resources used by the group, particularly data, software, and any outside help. 

- Describe/depict the analysis process that was performed.  Be brief here. Show and then describe an "overview" data-process diagram.  Some people have made the mistake of being too detailed in this section for a presentation.  In the final report, that is OK, but in a presentation, this section will "take a lot of time" if you focus on details.   However, be complete.
3. Project Results (note how this differs from method)
- Describe results as a statement of findings. Findings consist of the new information resulting from your analysis of the data/situation. Include new information not known previously.

- Include copies of maps to show the results of analysis as appropriate.

- You could cycle between sections 2 and 3 to "chunk" the information if it makes more sense. That is, for each need to know question, 1) state the question, 2) describe analysis and then 3) present findings.

4. Conclusions
What generalizations do you draw as conclusions from this data processing activity?

For example as a minimum you could include:

- Based on your findings as new information, how does what you found tie back to the existing knowledge about the topic? 

- How might your group have performed different analyses for better results?

5. Recommendations

What recommendations do you have for others? 

For example at a minimum you could include:

- What would you suggest to others if they were to undertake a similar study?

- What would be the next steps for further investigation, if your project suggests that this is needed?
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Background for project context – who values and/or benefits from the project findings?
