· Open HealthLinks | Select PubMed (middle top of page).

· Select MeSH Database (under PubMed services, left nav bar) | Enter "mammography."

· Check the first term in the results list and select Send to: Search Box with AND.

· Search PubMed.

· Click Limits | Select: Clinical Trial (Publication Type) and English

· In the search box, add:  AND "tailored interventions" 

· The box should read: "Mammography"[MeSH] AND "tailored interventions"
· Your results should be 9 citations. 

· On pull-down menus, select: Display = MEDLINE | "Send to" = File | Save to desktop.

2. Creating a new EndNote library

Open Endnote –

· Click Endnote icon, or

· Start | Programs | Endnote | Endnote program.

· Select Create a new EndNote library" | Click "OK" | Save library into an appropriate place (eg. My Documents) with the name: "cophp"

· Open cophp.enl

· Select File | Import | Choose File.

· Select cophp.txt

· Import Option: Choose Filter | PubMed (NLM) [note: you may need to choose Other Filters from the drop-down and then click on PubMed (NLM)..

· Click Import. The saved records will be imported into your EndNote library. 
· Close Endnote.

3. Inserting citations into a Word document
· Download and open the sample Word document for this exercise from: 

http://courses.washington.edu/hsstudev/handouts/ENLdocument.doc to your desktop.

You should see the Endnote toolbar. If not: Select View | Toolbars | Endnote. 


· Open your Endnote library. Either:

· Click on the "Go to Endnote" button in your Word toolbar, or 

· Select Tools | Endnote | Go to Endnote, or

· Start | Programs | Endnote | Endnote program.

· Within ENLdocument are several comments indicated by purple shading. These comments indicate what references to use from your library. For ex, if you put your cursor over the word "mammography" in the first line of the second paragraph you will see the comment: "Champion, 1995 and King, 1998."
· For each comment, you will insert the indicated reference as follows:
· Place your cursor in the appropriate spot

· Go to cophp.enl. Click on the indicated reference, holding down the Ctrl key if more than one reference is needed

· Return to the Word document. Select "Insert Selected Citations" button[image: image4.bmp] from the Endnote toolbar.
· The citation will be added at the current cursor position. Note that a bibliography will automatically be generated at the end of the document.

4. Formatting your bibliography

· Select the "Format Bibliography" button[image: image5.bmp] from the Endnote toolbar.

· At the prompt, you can choose a variety of previously used styles (the default is usually JAMA) or you can click on the "Browse" button to view all available styles.

· Play with the formatting to see the difference between:

· J Amer Medical Association

· Amer J Public HealthFormat

· APA

· MLA
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
