This lab assignment will give you concrete practice in constructing several kinds of maps using the Tableau Software visualization tool.
Map Visualizations of Survey Data 
Tableau supports several different uses of maps. 

Background images are fairly well supported.  Maps can be one of these images.  Background maps can be used to place marks of various sizes and colors at appropriate locations to show information.  These are called proportional symbol maps.  The major restriction at this time is that the background maps must use a rectangular projection with a uniform x,y distribution for latitude, longitude.  Such maps look somewhat odd, as they stretch region shapes more than other common projections.  Many maps use other projections; these maps will not currently be accurate as backgrounds in Tableau.  
In addition, it is possible to create simple chloropleth maps that can be filled with colors to depict various properties.
For the survey data:

1. Construct a proportional symbol map view of some property related to the (UW latitude, UW longitude) of each survey respondent.  Place a UW region map behind this view.  Try an appropriate combination of UW commute time, UW distance, and/or UW transportation type.  For fun, you might look at number of cats or dogs.
For additional practice, create a link from a datapoint to an appropriate location.

2. Construct a chloropleth map view of some property related to the HS state of each survey respondent.

Place these views onto a dashboard and place one or more global filter(s) for some related variable(s) on the dashboard also.
