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1. Why does Kittay think that continuing the benevolence and charity” bases for caring for dependent individuals is insufficient? Do you agree? If so why, and if not, why not?

2. Kittay introduces the concept of “doulia” to “reconfigure justice.”  How does the concept of doulia reconfigure justice in her opinion?

3. One of the many questions posited by Kittay in her writing is the following:

Is there a way to reconcile the needs of someone as inevitably dependent as Sesha with the concerns and analyses of those who have argued that both disability and the apparent dependency of disabled people are socially constructed?

4. Why does Kittay think that the “inclusion of people with mental retardation may well be liberalism’s limit case”?
