Assignment 8  Access III

Outline:

Continue with your previously saved database.  This time you are asked to created forms to show the information of senators and representatives. In addition, you need to create an integrated interface that directs database users to different forms and reports.

Form and Switchboard

Start Access and then open your previously saved database.

Create two forms: one shows the senators information while another shows the representatives information.

Create two switchboards: Main Switchboard and “View forms and reports” switchboard. 

On the Main Switchboard, there should be at least two buttons: one opens the other switchboard while another closes the database.

On the “View forms and reports” switchboard, you should have at least four buttons: two of them open the forms you just created, one opens the report you created in previous assignment, and the other goes back to the Main Switchboard.

Configure the startup option so that the main switchboard will show up automatically once the Access database is opened.
