•Resultant State (action performed 
earlier and the result stays the same) 
⇦ Verbs of Instantaneous Action

•Pay attention to the meaning of the 
verb (how the activity is carried out) 
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• Action that lasts for a while (from the beginning to 

end)=Continuous Action
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• Action that ends instantaneously or Instantaneous 
action that changes how things are=Instantaneous

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• If some inherent instantaneous action is carried 
out slowly from the beginning to the end, it 
could be understood as continuous action
