DPT (tetanus, etc)

Recommended Prescription Medicines:

*Cephalexin (keflex) - enough for 3 cycles (skin infections)

*Zithromax - enough for 2-3 cycles (traveler's diarrhea; skin

infection--broad spectrum)

-Augmentin - enough for 2-3 cycles (broad spectrum antibiotic, incl. skin

infections)

-Bactroban (or similar) - topical antibiotic for skin infections

*Scopalamine - 6 or more patches (seasickness; good for 72 hrs)

*Percocet (or similar) - pain medicine

-Empty syringes & IV starter kit & needles (w/ Dr. note) in case someone

needs to have an IV or injection at a clinic

-Steristrips (to seal wounds.  Though I believe these are

non-prescription; we will have them in our first aid kit, but good to

have more.)

The * meds are very strongly recommended.
