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List of (some) threats to Validity: (according to Shadish, et al.)
Statistical validity: Mainly about insufficient power; to improve power:
· Increase N
· Improve measurement quality (reduce error)

· Look for a larger effect (power must be high to show small effect)

Internal validity: About causation 
· Selection bias
· History / maturation biases
· Attrition
Construct validity: About having well-defined constructs, and being clear that those are really the things you are measuring / observing.
· Inadequate explication (definition of terms)
· Compensatory equalization / rivalry / demoralization: These are all (imho) versions of the Hawthorne effect 

· Experimenter expectancies (biases)
External validity (aka generalizability): Do the results hold for (1) variations in:

· Persons (subjects)

· Settings (physical, e.g., location, and domain, e.g. subject matter)

· Treatments (e.g. different version of the software being evaluated).
