Healthy Schools 
· School Health Systems Approach
· Coordinated School Health:

Enable existing school report cards to add additional fields that relate to current efforts in student health improvement.  
· Supporting Related School Health Goals: 

Provide necessary means to enable sustained implementation of current state laws and rules related to school health, specifically physical fitness requirements (RCW 28A.230.040 and WAC 392-410-135) and other goals established in SB 5093 (2007) related to school health advisory councils; competitive food standards and physical education waivers or exemptions..

Healthy Communities

· Promoting Physical Activity in and around Schools
Provide state funding to augment current federally-funded Safe Routes to School program, including “infrastructure” projects (engineering) and “non-infrastructure” activities (education and enforcement).  Add to grants process a variable that can identify those schools with the highest achievement gap.  

Healthy Systems

· Supportive Tax Policy
Repeal current Business &Occupations tax credit (authorized by SB 6533 in 2006) for purchasers of soda pop syrup.  This will remove possible price disincentives related to over- consumption of unhealthy beverages as well as provide a revenue source for targeted obesity prevention efforts.
