Please write a few sentences in response to each of the following questions:

1) What oceanographic question(s) are you interested in asking on the Galapagos cruise? Feel free to list more than one. 

2) Why do you think the question is important to ask, specifically with respect to the Galapagos Islands? (In your response, please refer to at least two peer-reviewed scientific papers and describe how they support your argument, specifically identifying data in each paper pertinent to your point [as you did for Milestone #1].)

3) What types of information do you need to learn in order to address your question intelligently? For example, do you know if anyone has ever asked this question before? If so, where? How did they do it? What types of measurements will you need to answer your question? Do you know how to make them? If not, how can you find out? (In your response, please cite at least 3 peer-reviewed papers [not the same as the 2 cited above] that you think will help you ask your question intelligently, and explain why you think so.)

4) Please list the references you have cited (you should have a total of at least 5), using the following format (and limiting yourself to peer-reviewed, scientific papers):
