Compressing Audio 
1) Start the  RealProducer Basic application
2) Select ( Open Input File
3) Browse to your audio file (Byrne_audio) and select it, click open
4) Under the output window click on the button that says “Audience”
5) In the “Video” drop down menu select “No Video”
6) Under templates select 256 DSL or Cable
7) Click on the black arrow between the two windows to add your selected encoder template
8) Close the Audience window (click on the red x)
9) Under the output window select “clip information”
10) Enter any relevant information and close the window
11) Make certain your job is highlighted in the project window in the bottom half of the screen (it will be a blue bar over the text) and select “encode” (red button in lower right corner)
12) When encoding is completed browse over to your directory and double click on your file. This will launch the player.
13) Experiment with different bitrates and see if you can hear a difference
Encoding Video Simply
1) Start the RealProducer Basic
2) Select File ( Open Input File
3) Browse to your video file, select it, and click Open
4) Under the output window click on the button that says “Audience”
5) Check to see that the “Video” drop down is set to normal motion
6) Under templates select 768 DSL or Cable
7) Click on the black arrow between the two windows to add your selected encoder template
8) Close the Audience window (click on the red x)
9) Under the output window select “clip information”
10) Enter any relevant information and close the window
11) Make certain your job is highlighted in the project window in the bottom half of the screen (it will be a blue bar over the text) and select “encode” (red button in lower right corner)
12) When encoding is completed browse over to your directory and double click on your file. This will launch the player.
13) Experiment with different bitrates and see if you can see a difference
Advanced Encoding Video
1) Start the RealProducer Basic
2) Select File ( Open Input File
3) Browse to your video file, select it, and click Open
4) Under the output window click on the button that says “Audience”
5) In the dialog box, select the Audio Mode appropriate for your content for the drop-down menu.
6) Select the Video Mode appropriate for your content from the drop-down menu.

7) Note that the Video Codec drop-down menu is defaulted to RealVideo 10. If you want more choices than 9 or 8 you will need to upgrade. Choosing 10 is going to give you the best quality but there may be some users who will be unable to view your content because they are on an older version of the software.
8) Check that the 2-pass Video Encoding checkbox is selected.
9) In the Audiences in Job box, note the audiences already listed. These are the different bandwidths targeted by you.
a. If you want to remove any audiences from the list, highlight the item can click on the trash can.
b. If you want to add audiences, highlight the bitrate and then select the arrow.
10) Close the audiences dialog box
11) Click the clip information and add any pertainant information
12) Close the clip information box
13) Note the file name in the Destination Box.
14) To change the name of the encoded file and its destination, click the Pencil icon and rename the file or select a new destination
15) Once satisfied, click the encode button
16) When encoding is complete, click the RealOne logo under the Destination box to play the file. Or open the file in your RealPlayer by double clicking the file in your directory.
Note: RealProducer’s Video Mode Choices


The RealNetowrks Real Producer Basic offers the streaming Media producer four Video Mode choices: Normal Motion Video, Sharpest Image, Smoothest Motion, Slide Show, and No Video. These affect the quality of the image, no matter the video codec.


	Normal Motion Video: is for clips with the widest range of motion


	Sharpest Image: keeps the image sharper, but at a lower frame rate


Smoothest Motion: keeps the motion smoother but at the cost of image clarity


	No Video This one seems rather obvious what it does
