	Phonemic Awareness


	“Say cat, now say it without the /k/ sound”
	18%-85%

(final consonant fricatives)
	90%

(initial consonant stops)
	-Learned very quickly (moved from 18%-85% in 2 sessions).
-Has difficulty alternative between initial and final deletion.
	1. Incorporate phonological awareness activities into decoding related tasks (next section).
2. Continue to incorporate PA activities at home- rhyming words, practicing deleting sounds.

	Vowels: 50-75% accuracy

	-Improvement in vowel decoding.
-Consonants stayed relatively the same (slight decrease- may be due to larger sample of letters and/or difficulty focusing).
-Ability to attend can significantly alter her performance.

	1. Continue to target with focus on p, b, d, g, j, w, y, a, e, i, o, u.
2. Create optimum environment for attending to letters.
3. Practice decoding at home 
(using CD).
4. Target sight words next quarter.

2. Focus on improving quality and quantity of information.
3. Work to reduce extra/tangential information.
