Receptive Language


Strengths: 

· Good comprehension of most “wh” and yes/no questions

· Good comprehension of locatives (in, on, in front of, beside, and behind)

· Able to follow one-step directions

Challenges
· Comprehension is significantly delayed compared to same-age children. Areas formally tested indicated he had:

· Difficulty with longer sentences and multi-step directions

· Difficulty with future tense verbs and prepositional phrases

· Additional informal observations revealed he had:

· Difficulty answering abstract questions (e.g., why; questions about events/people not in the here and now).

· Difficulty understanding ‘under’
Expressive language

Form
Strengths: 

· Used many word forms expected by age 4:  plurals, -ing verb, regular and irregular past tense, third person singular, articles, possessives, simple prepositions

Challenges: 
· Expressive language for “Form” is significantly delayed compared to same-age children.  Areas formally tested indicated he had:
· Absence of more advanced grammatical forms, such as subjective/possessive pronouns (her, hers), noun derivations (sing ( singer), and comparatives/superlatives (faster, fastest)
· Difficulty repeating longer and more complex sentences without visual cues
· Additional informal observations revealed he had: 
· Mean length of sentences = 3.75 (4-6 average for his age) 

· Sentences often characterized by false starts, revisions, incompleteness (suggests difficulty formulating language, not stuttering)
· No use of embedded or enjoined clauses (joined by and)

Content

Strengths: 

· Vocabulary for common objects and actions

Challenges

· Expressive language for “Content” is significantly delayed compared to same-age children.  Areas formally tested indicated he had:
· Limited vocabulary for age
· Informal observations revealed he had:
· Frequent use of non-specific terms (here, there, it, this)

· Content limited to the “here-and-now” – difficulty responding to discussion of events outside of play context or in the future (such as his birthday) 
· Difficulty with event description task using sequential picture cards
Use

Strengths:

· Informal Observation in low-structured activities found:
· Oriented and attended well, engaged and interactive during tasks

· Used broad variety of communicative functions 

· Initiated and maintained topics during play 

· Socially appropriate nonverbal language

· Observations consistent with Pragmatics Profile of Clinical Evaluation of Language Fundamentals – Preschool – 2  (CELF-P2) completed by father:
· Skills in turn-taking, interaction, and participation

Challenges

· Informal Observation in low-structured activities found:

· No use of time or causality concepts 

· Limited eye contact

· Did not convey lack of understanding when communication breakdowns occur

· Observations consistent with Pragmatics Profile of CELF-P2 completed by father:
· Less skill in verbal exchanges 

· Limited eye contact 

· No verbal exchanges related to time or reasons and causes
Speech
· Language sample from low-structured activities found:
· Age appropriate sound substitutions for /r/, /l/, and /th/
· Intelligibility of utterances:  85%

· Intelligibility impacted by imprecise articulation and false starts and revisions 
· Some oral motor control issues with jaw, lips/cheeks, and tongue

	Recommendations:



	1.  
	Client is a good candidate for treatment for receptive and expressive language.  He will be placed on the waitlist for treatment here at the clinic. 


	2.  
	Parents can use techniques at home:  Expand vocabulary by naming objects and actions, develop scripts for familiar routines, read books, rephrase utterances with appropriate sentence structure.  Encourage Client to say “I don’t know” or ask questions when comprehension fails.   More examples and a book recommendation will be included in report.
