3 This family in the Scorpaeniformes
order includes a fish that lives in
freshwater and marine environments
and can be anadromous.

4 The family name of this handsome
barbeled fish refers to its association
with felines.

5 This freshwater or anadromous fish
family has an adipose fin.

6 The family name of the invasive perch
is easy to remember...

8 This family name means something like
'First Spine.'

9 Family of the freshwater fish with a
gular plate.

11 This family name means 'small fish' and
includes the cute little anchovy (with the
long mouth).

14 This order includes the marine fish
anchovy and herring.

16 This order includes the two families
with minnows, carp and suckers.

18 This family name refers to the fish
being a very 'clingy companion.’

20 This order includes the stickleback and
the pipefish.

21 The long, narrow fish in this family
looks very similar to another in the
same order, Perciformes, but his anal
fin is less than half the length of his
body.

22 The wolf eel's family name.

23 This family includes a very toad-like
specimen.

1 This subclass includes all the bony fish
except the Sturgeon.

2 The family name of the prickleback
refers 'row' or 'line' but also sounds
kind of prickly.

7 This is the class that includes all of our
ray-finned fishes, from the Strugeon to
the Right-eyed flounder.

10 The ancient fish in this family is the sole
lab specimen in the subclass
Chondrostei.

12 This order includes seven diverse bony
fish families.

13 The common name of the lone specimen
in the order Semionotiformes.

15 This fish family name refers to the
fused jaws of its members.

17 This family of fish includes the
right-eyed flounder.

19 Members of this family have finlets and
a keeled tail.
