Evaluation Rubric

100 points total (for 15% of course grade)
Paper heading includes a title, is properly formatted, includes student’s name, lists titles of the two projects to be engaged and acknowledges the names of students who did those projects.  5 pts.
Paper is a properly titled WORD document (“xxxxx.doc”, xxxxx=student’s UW NetID)  submitted as a to TAs via email. 5 pts.
Length of paper is correct (no less than 4 full pages, no more than 5.5 full pages, excluding references and title page, double-spaced, 12 point font, 1 inch margins). 10 pts.
Paper engages two distinct points on the map, one from Project Part 1 and one from Project Part 2.  These may not be the projects submitted by the author of the paper and should not be from identical sites or interview subjects as the student’s own projects. 10 pts.
Paper is clearly written, has been proof-read, contains no or minimal spelling and grammar errors. 10 pts.
Introduction and Conclusion to the paper are clearly articulated. 10 pts.
Paper’s grounding in themes relevant to the course.  These may be drawn from or inspired by lectures, sections, and/or readings, but must include proper citations where necessary. 25 pts.
Paper clearly and compellingly develops thoughtful ideas about the connections and/or disconnections between the two sites chosen from the map. 25 pts.
