Rhetorical Considerations
Mission of the Organization

Do Good is a tutoring program that serves detainees being held in the King County jail. Anyone detained there can request a tutor, but most who do so are preparing for the GED. Do Good believes that the expanded opportunities associated with education allow people visions of their futures that can help them to make better decisions about their lives in the present.
Organization Needs
Do Good needs to communicate its purpose to the community in order to attract volunteers and financial support. It also needs to disseminate information about tutor orientation and training and provide resources to tutors.
Site Purposes
The primary purposes of the Do Good website are informational and persuasive. 
Site Goals
The primary goals of the site are to educate the public about its mission and also to facilitate the work of the tutors. The site needs to present information in as user-friendly a format as possible. 
Primary Audiences
The primary audiences of the site are potential tutors, current tutors, people interested in supporting Do Good’s work, and possibly detainees and/or friends and family of detainees. 
Audience interests and Expectations
Interests and expectations will vary by audience. I think anyone visiting the site would likely expect to find a mission statement for the organization, a description of its programs, information about ways to support the work of the organization, and contact information. People might also be interested in links to articles about tutoring in jails and prisons and links to information about incarceration in the U.S. 
Current and potential tutors would expect to find information about becoming a tutor, a schedule of tutor orientation and training, and information about the GED as well as other teaching resources. 

Detainees or their family and friends would expect to find an overview of the tutoring services offered and links to information about the GED and other educational opportunities open to them. They might also be interested to know about the process of becoming a tutor for Do Good including the kinds of training the tutors receive.
Goals for Site appearance
