Campylobacteriosis-E. coli-Salmonellosis Questions

1. E. coli O157:H7 outbreaks are often associated with produce or hamburger.  What are the different sources of contamination for these different foods and why is this a public health problem?  What are possible solutions for reducing the incidence of this disease?
2. What are the differences between DNA fingerprinting used to identify specific persons, such as in forensic testing, and its use in the microbial subtyping of pathogens during outbreak investigations?

3. Compare and contrast the association of E. coli O157:H7 with cattle and Campylobacter with poultry and show how these associations can lead to differences in the types of disease outbreaks that they cause.

4. The epidemiology of Salmonellosis can be complex.  The serotypes most frequently isolated from food animals are not necessarily the same serotypes most frequently isolated from humans with Salmonellosis.  What are possible explanations for this observation?
