1. Wear safety glasses at all times in Bloedel 209 or in other labs.  Removal of safety glasses will not be tolerated.

2. Wear a lab coat at all times. 

3. Wear appropriate gloves when handling chemicals. 

4. Please no shorts, dresses or sandals. 

5. Report all accidents immediately to the teacher, or the T.A.  The phone number for a medical emergency is: 9-911.  There is a phone in room 208 across the hall, or use any other office phone in the immediate vicinity.  The number for campus police is 543-9331, they can be called in the event of a non-medical emergency.   

6. Familiarize yourself with the safety features located in the room and the building.  These include first aid equipment, fire extinguishers, fire alarms, safety showers, emergency phone numbers, and chemical spill cleanup materials. 

7. Broken glassware can be very dangerous.  Do not use excessive force to pry off caps or insert tubing. Use water or soapy water to loosen and lube stubborn glassware connections. 

8. Always add a boiling chip to liquids being heated. 

9. Carefully read all labels and safety information on all chemicals used. 

10. Label all secondary chemical containers with your last name, date, and the identity of the chemical.

11. Never pour water into concentrated acid or base, instead add the acid or base to water while stirring. 

12. Use a plastic apron when dealing with strong acids and bases.

13. Use a fume hood whenever toxic or unpleasant smelling chemicals are being used. 

14. Never attempt to taste or smell any chemicals.

15. Wash your hands thoroughly after lab.  

16. Never throw solid material into the sink.

17. All chemical waste should be disposed of immediately, and properly, as directed by the instructor or TA. 

18. Clean up all equipment and lab tops before leaving the lab. 

19. Take one last walk through the lab before leaving to ensure that all equipment is properly turned off or put on standby.
