Wrapping-up and getting feedback on the Portfolio Iteration #1

Your first task:  Your first task is to develop a group strategy for peer review of the portfolios:

· Review the Peer Review Guidelines sheet:  Individually, reread the entire sheet and think about what you would like change now that the guidelines will be used on an interactive, online portfolio and not just text.  Come together as a group and use these individual thoughts to develop potential modifications to the Peer Review Guidelines sheet for peer reviewing the portfolios.  List them together.
· Modify the Peer Review Guidelines sheet for presenting the portfolios:  Discuss the implications of any modifications your group thinks it should make to the existing guidelines.  As a class, finalize which modifications you will make. 
Your second task:  Conduct the peer review following your revised guidelines.  The whole group should focus exclusively on one portfolio at a time.  In other words, individuals should share the first iterations of your assembled portfolios, and other group members should ask questions and give them constructive feedback.  Then, it is the next person’s turn.  Remember to use the guidelines you just developed concerning how to provide peer review feedback. Conduct two rounds of reviews if time permits. 
Additional possible tasks:  Also, the group may wish to discuss one or more of the following: 

· Task 1 – Spend some time examining not just the quality of the feedback given, but the “quantity” as well.  How are the logistics of peer review going?  Are there issues surrounding the availability of both feedback and documents that need to be addressed?  Does the peer review environment feel constrained (just in the weekly session) or not?
Your assignment for next week:  
Using Feedback from the internal review, create iteration #2 of your portfolio. 
Background on this assignment:  Iterative design is critical to your portfolio.  Making changes based on expert guidance and user feedback is a staple of any HCDE discipline.  Constructing your portfolio is no different.  Indeed, more than any other project you will undertake in your career, your portfolio is subject to change.  The reason for that is simple.  Each time you complete a project you must reevaluate your professional portfolio in light of that new work.  You must decide whether or not to change your portfolio to more accurately represent your skills and knowledge.  

Today’s Activities: Your group should engage in one or more of the following activities in order to prepare for your next assignment:

· Activity 1.  Individually, spend about three minutes returning to specific issues you received from your group members and prioritizing which of these issues you will address in your iteration.  For example, what is most important, or what must you do first before you can continue?  Present your prioritization to the group.  

· Activity 2:  As a group, identify common themes in all of the portfolios.  Is there anything you can see that all of your portfolios share?  
Before You Leave

1. Make a note to remember any additional materials necessary to present your reviews of portfolios next week (a laptop with the necessary software, etc.).

2. Remember to collect all the portfolio materials you shared and results from your internal peer reviews.
3. For next week, create iteration #2 of your portfolio.
