Week 10: Share External Reviews / Prepare for Presentation


Materials required for this session

Part 1:  Sharing the External Reviews

Your task:  Before you begin, review the modified guidelines you created for external reviewers.  Read them through individually.  Be sure to keep the guidelines in mind as people present the external reviews they obtained for their draft portfolios.  

Each person should then present the external review(s) of their portfolio.  To guide your presentations, follow the format below as you orally present to your group:

Step 1: Brief Overview - Tell your peers a little about your portfolio and why you chose the materials you did.

Step 2: External Review - Describe the review given by the reviewer about your portfolio.  Talk about what he or she said (both good and bad).  Speak to the specific points your reviewer made about why something worked or did not work.

Step 3: Next Steps – Describe how you have or will change your portfolio based on what the reviewer offered.  Be as specific as you can about each changed element and your motivation for changing it.

Part 2:  Preparing for Your Final Presentation 

This is not an assignment.  The information below is intended to help you prepare for next week’s presentation. 

Completeness:  You are responsible for ensuring your presentation of your portfolio covers the following four basic items (all of which have been the topic of previous weeks’ handouts): a) what is the overall claim/goal of your portfolio?  b)  What assumptions did you make about the audience of your portfolio?  c)  What are the key features of the portfolio and d) what are the examples underlying your design and your rationale for those decisions? 
Professionalism:  The presentation should be within the allotted time (including questions and answers) of 15 minutes, practiced, visibly polished and informative.  Prepare for the possible failure of any technology you may rely on (i.e. an overhead projector).  You should be able to present your portfolio even if the electricity in the building goes out.  Being prepared means never having to say you’re sorry.  
Today’s Activities: Your group should engage in the following activity in order to prepare for the next assignment:  

· Activity 1 - Present your portfolio to the group as thought it were finished.  As people present, keep the Modified Peer Review Guidelines in mind as you write down suggestions, critiques, observed strong points, etc.  Be prepared to do this task poorly, and to be respectful of your group members as they do poorly.  Use all relevant peer feedback to prepare for the genuine presentation next week. 
Before You Leave

1. Make a note to remember any additional materials necessary to present your portfolio next week no matter what (hard copies, redundant back-up media, email the URL to yourself, etc.).

2. Remember to collect all the portfolio materials you shared.

3. Collect all your materials and leave the space ready for the next group.
